B1 Pre-Level Syllabus 

This is the only examination available in the January session and is intended 
exclusively for students who hold an A2 level on the WebApp and who are required to 
begin their internship before May. 

All students who take this examination are nevertheless required to sit the full-level 
examination in the subsequent session. Passing the pre-level exam does not result in 
any level advancement on the WebApp; rather, it allows students to begin their internship 
prior to completing the full-level examination at the end of the course (May). 

Given that students are expected to have a thorough command of both the A1 and A2 
syllabi, the following are the main topics required in order to pass the B1 pre-level 
exam:
